Exhibition Autumn Glory, the SSBA Seventh Annual Exhibition

Exhibition Dates:  6th to 30th October 2022
Location: The Fire Station Creative, Dunfermline
This year we will be introducing a wall of mini paintings at £50 each in the exhibition. If you are interested in putting paintings forward in this category, then please use the Ikea box frames as in https://www.ikea.com/gb/en/p/ribba-frame-oak-effect-90411950/. These now come with a Perspex window so you may want to replace the Perspex with glass, but this is not essential. Any colour of the box frame is acceptable.
Due to the space available in the Fire Station Creative, we must limit the number of paintings each artist can submit to three plus two mini paintings. All must be for sale and not have been exhibited previously with the SSBA. 
Paintings must be predominantly of plants, but pollinators can be included.
General exhibition instructions

Hanging fees must be paid along with application forms. This can be via cheque or by bank transfer to Scottish Society of Botanical Artists (sort code 80-22-60, account number 13727960). This is a non-refundable cost, should a painting be withdrawn prior to the exhibition.   

The SSBA Exhibitions Committee reserve the right to refuse space to an applicant whose work they deem unsuitable for reasons of painting or framing quality. 
If you choose to use a mount, these should be either in shades of white, cream, buff or a sympathetic pale tone which picks up the colours in the painting. A reason for rejecting a painting might be if a bright coloured mount is used.
Although light coloured frames tend to work best with botanical paintings, most frames will be accepted providing they are professionally framed.

Paintings must be delivered and collected on the specified dates as it is important that a member of the exhibitions committee is present to receive and dispatch all paintings. No exceptions will be allowed. 
Pricing of Pictures
When considering price, it is a good idea to include – cost of materials, length of time taken to paint, cost of mounting and framing, hanging fees and cost of travel to and from venues to deliver and collect work (including details such as parking charges etc.) Also consider the gallery commission which will be deducted from the total price if the picture is sold.  Please also remember that under-valuing your work may make it difficult for other artists to sell theirs.

Insurance for Exhibiting
Artists are advised that they require to have their own insurance against loss or damage when exhibiting, as the SSBA cannot be held responsible.

All hand-written forms, whether sent as scanned images or by post must be clearly written in capital letters.

Preparing Paintings

Paintings must have D ring fittings and have string on them for hanging.
Labelling (including mini paintings)
For authentication purposes, we ask that all works must have the following information written on the back - either directly on the backing board or on a securely fixed sticker:
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In addition, a luggage label (hanging tag) must be firmly attached to the top of the centre back, by a string at least 20cm long, and containing the following information:

As the Fire Station Creative will use images of paintings on their social media, a high-quality image of each painting is required. If you are unable to get a professional scan of the painting, then a high-quality photograph will be accepted. 
Image files should be named as follows: ‘Artist name, title of work'. Images should be in JPG format, of print quality resolution (at least 300 dpi), with a minimum size per side of 1000 pixels, and a maximum file size per image of 20MB. If you have your work professionally scanned, the printer should be able to provide you with a suitable file or may even be willing to send the file directly to us. Please ensure the files are named correctly.
Cards and Prints 
Unfortunately, the Fire Station Creative will not be able to take cards or prints.
Hanging Fee 
The hanging fee is £5 per artist, irrespective of number of paintings submitted. If submitting only mini paintings it will still be £5.
Gallery Commission
The Fire Station Creative will take 25% commission, with no VAT charged, on all paintings sold. 
Collection of Paintings
Unless you are informed that your paintings have all been sold, please come to the Fire Station Creative on Monday 31st October 2022 between 11:00 to 12:00 to collect your paintings. 
Payment on Sales
SSBA will reimburse sales directly to artists within 30 days of receiving payment from the gallery.
